The candidate has understood the task and managed to score four out of
five marks. The candidate seemed to get confused on the first word and

wrote JT; the correct answer is Ufgst |

The candidate does not seem to understand the difference between verbs
and nouns but has written two correct answers. Nouns made from these

words are (i) € (i) fey=r (iv) I | The candidate has written H5-g%8

but the correct answer is W&-38 | This question is demanding and the

task should be explained to candidates, that they need to use nouns (in
this case — but it may change in future papers to test that the candidate
understands the Panjabi language and vocabulary used in the text
thoroughly) in the sentences they make. This candidate is awarded two
marks but has failed to accomplish the task successfully.

In order to award marks for knowledge of grammar (AQO3) the criteria
given in the mark scheme have been used. This candidate has
demonstrated a very good knowledge and use of structures in written
Panjabi. There are some inaccuracies but these are usually in attempts at
more complex structures. The candidate has tried to write answers in her
own words but has still used a number of key phrases in answering
questions. The candidate has been awarded nine marks.

Section 2. Translation into English

The candidate has demonstrated a good understanding of the text. The
candidate has used a wide range of vocabulary in translating the text. The
translation is accurate but there are some minor grammatical errors and
omissions.

The candidate has missed a couple of key words e.g. in the first
paragraph, third sentence ‘entertaining’ and in the second paragraph
second sentence ‘Panjabi’ words are missed out.

The candidate has been awarded 8 marks.

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Section 3

The candidate is required to write an article for her school magazine on
the topic given. The subject matter is highlighted in the stimulus given.
The candidate has written a good article and managed to elaborate on all
points and address these clearly. Her answer is focused on the question
and offers ideas which are developed clearly and logically. The candidate
has demonstrated a good personal reaction and justified the points she
has made. The quality of her written Panjabi is very good and she has
used a number of idioms and phrases which demonstrate that the
candidate has a good command of the Panjabi language.

The candidate is awarded 27 marks for (AO2).

Considering the knowledge of grammar (AQ3) it is evident from the article
that the candidate’s knowledge and use of grammar are good. There are
some inaccuracies but these are usually in attempts of very long and
compiex sentences.

The candidate has been awarded 13 marks for knowledge of grammar
(AO3).

On the whole this candidate is able to show a clear understanding of a
range of written texts. She is able to understand the main points and
detail, including the author’s point of view. Her translation demonstrates
that she can transfer meaning with only a couple of omissions.

Considering the candidate’s written work in section 3, she is able to
develop her ideas, express her point of view with clear and appropriate
justification. She is able to organise and structure her response
coherently. She is able to address the requirements of the task and
provide relevant information.

the correct answer is H3-18; again her sentence suggests that she
intended to use this word and she has been awarded a mark for this.

This question is demanding and the task should be explained to
candidates, that they need to use nouns (in this case — but it can change
in future papers to test that the candidate understands the Panjabi
language and vocabulary used in the text thoroughly) in the sentences
they make. This candidate is awarded three marks.

In order to award marks for knowledge of grammar (AO3) the criteria
given in the mark scheme have been used. This candidate has
demonstrated that her manipulation of basic structures is generally sound.
She has made attempts to use complex structures but she has not been
able to use these successiully throughout this section of the paper. The
candidate has been awarded 7 marks.

Section 2. Translation into English

The candidate has demonstrated a satisfactory understanding of the text.
The candidate has used a limited range of vocabulary in translating the
text. There are errors in spelling, punctuation and grammar. There are
omissions which affect comprehension.

The candidate has missed a couple of key words e.g. in the first
paragraph, first sentence ‘residing’ and third sentence ‘good quality’ etc.
This is a pattern repeated throughout the whole text.

As the main points have been mentioned the candidate has been awarded
6 marks.
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Section 3

The candidate is required to write an article for her school magazine on
the topic given. The subject matter is highlighted in the stimulus given.
The candidate has written an article and managed to elaborate on some of
the points and addressed these clearly. Her answer is generally on the
subject and offers a number of ideas which are not supported with logical
justification.

The candidate has demonstrated personal reaction and justified some of
the points she has made. The quality of her written Panjabi is satisfactory
and easy to understand. The candidate is awarded 20 marks for (AQ2).

Considering the knowledge of grammar (AOQ) it is evident from the article
that the candidate’s knowledge and use of grammar are generally sound
in simple sentences. There are attempts to use complex structures but
she has not always been successful,

The candidate has been awarded 9 marks for knowledge of grammar
(AO3).

On the whole this candidate is able to show a satisfactory understanding
of a range of written texts. She is able to understand the main points but
not in detail. Sometimes she struggles to understand the author’s point of
view. Her translation demonstrates that she can transfer the meaning of
simple sentences but has difficulties in including detail and using a range
of vocabulary. There are a number of omissions but the message has
been delivered successfully.

Considering the candidate’s written work in section 3, she is able to
develop her ideas, express her point of view some times but cannot
elaborate on all points. She is able to organise and structure her response
coherently. She is able to address the requirements of the task but cannot
always support her point of view logically.
