*Good evening. I'm here to tell you about an exciting event called the Robot Football World Cup
that | recently attended. Robot football is the result of five years of scientific research which was
carried out after a conference held in October 1992. The annual competition was originally set up
in August 1997 and has grown considerably in popularity since then.

You may be surprised to hear that robots can play football. The truth is that although their complex
computer brains are quite advanced, their skills in playing football are rather basic at the moment.
The aim of the annual competition is to promote research into what we call artificial intelligence and
to help develop more advanced robots. Ultimately, the organisers of this event hope to produce
robots capable of beating a team of human football players.

At the moment, the robots don'’t find it easy to stay upright all the time, and find it impossible to
attempt complicated movements such as changing direction quickly. The robots range in size with
some of them no taller than a chair, while the maijority are the size of a small child. Some slightly
resemble an adult human, whereas others look like a simple machine with wheels.

The robot players have human coaches who programme them from their computers in advance so
the robots know more or less what position to occupy at the start of the match. However, coaches
cannot help with any kind of game plan during the match! The referees are told not to be too strict.
After all, the robots are as likely to kick each other as they are the ball!
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Robots now move much faster than they used to and make decisions in a few seconds, so there
is some limited independence from human control. Scientists say they will be concentrating on
creating new robots that will be able to do things as a result of teamwork — something that is very
difficult to achieve now.

Although computers have already beaten humans at some games, clearly it will be more of a
challenge to construct robots that can match humans in terms of their physical strength and their
speed, and above all, their ability to predict the likely movement of the ball won'’t be easy for them.

There are other robot competitions involving a whole variety of activities. For example, some
robots take part in challenges to see if they have the skills to clean. This would be great for lazy
people! For the moment asking them to assist people in more complex ways, or even rescue
people in difficulties, is beyond their capabilities.

This is a fascinating event and one day we might all be sitting down to watch a team of robots take
on humans at football - and other sports too!**

It's perhaps not fair to compare them because they're so different, but they can be equally
amusing. A cartoonist working with one picture and a handful of words is limited in many ways,
but even within that framework you can be very inventive. The longer strip has more potential for
developing the characters and showing all the different aspects of their personalities.

Would you say that being a cartoonist is a tough job?

The great thing is the complete freedom | have. So long as | meet all the deadlines, nobody cares
when | work or how | work. Sometimes | need to work all day but | often take a day off if I'm tired.
Coming up with new ideas can be a challenge because | don’t want to repeat myself, and your
fans do remember what you’ve done before!

What do you think about the work of other cartoonists today?

Well, one problem is that comic strips are often quite small these days and so there is less space
for extended dialogue, which is a shame. The other thing is that if you have small pictures you
don’t really notice the wonderful background detail, which is the very thing that creates a world
that the reader can almost believe is real — just for the minute or two they’re looking at the comic
strip.

When you’re working on a cartoon do you draw and write at the same time?

| tend to do these things separately. | find that the writing is the challenging — and sometimes
exhausting - part and the drawing is more enjoyable. | like to separate the two so | can give my full
attention to one or the other and not be distracted. | enjoy devoting plenty of time to the drawing,
making each picture as interesting as possible.

Are the majority of your comic strips based on things that have happened to you?

| can get my inspiration from just about anywhere. Sometimes a trip to the local store or a
bus journey will give me an idea, but far more likely it's something that just pops into my mind
unexpectedly or when I’'m daydreaming. Conversations with other people often give me ideas too,
but | prefer to rely on just sitting and thinking really.

And finally, do you think that cartoonists do a worthwhile job?

On one level if | manage to put a smile on someone’s face when they might be feeling down
then I’'m pleased. But what | hope is that my readers start to feel emotionally involved with the
characters and follow them with keen interest. | think that’s taking my job to a deeper level. So
in the end it's about more than just coming up with one great joke every day or expressing my
opinions about life.

*Good morning everyone. This morning I’'m going to tell you something about ‘World Environment
Day’, which we hope to celebrate at school next term for the very first time.

It was established by the United Nations General Assembly in 1972. They were interested in
bringing increasingly serious environmental problems to the attention of the public, and suggested
identifying one special day in the year, June 5th, which would be known as World Environment Day.
This is not to be confused with Earth Day on April 22nd, which some of you may be more familiar
with. Both days give us a chance to reflect on what we are all doing to protect the environment,
and to take action!

There is a range of activities that can take place on this day, many of them carried out by young
people. The day has come to be associated with a theme, for example the planting of trees. It
is well-known that this has many long-term benefits, such as helping to reduce the amount of
greenhouse gases, and the damaging effects of strong winds. Above all, it ensures soil erosion is
eliminated. Trees also release oxygen and considerably improve the appearance of the local area,
especially for people living in a large urban centre.

People are advised to think on this special day about even the simplest actions, such as going to
the shops to get some basic groceries. We shouldn’t, for example, purchase items that come with
excessive packaging, and certainly not use plastic bags to carry our shopping home.

It can be more rewarding, and indeed more enjoyable, to consider collective action to help the
environment. One popular activity on World Environment Day is to remove litter from streets and
car parks. This isn’t always a pleasant or safe task, so people should wear gloves, which offer
some protection. Something to bear in mind when cleaning up the countryside is the need to have
suitable footwear and to be systematic in your approach.

On a more ambitious level, many students have got together to raise money to support
environmental causes they care about. One possibility is to set up an event that generates income
for a nature reserve in their area. That way, they might get to see how their efforts can make a
difference to wildlife right on their doorstep and preserve precious habitats.
