Sorular hakkinda aciklamalar

Soru 1

Soru 1 farkli uzunluklarda gesitli sorulardan olugsmaktadir. Sorular, birinci metin hakkindadir ve adaylarin
asagidaki becerilerini sinar;

* anlamak ve anlamlari acik¢a belirtilen kelime ve cimleleri bir araya getirebilmek
e Ortult anlamlari ve tutumlari anlamak, agiklamak ve bir araya getirebilmek.

. belirli bir amag icin yazilmis olani se¢cmek, analiz etmek ve degderlendirmek

. yazarlarin yazilarinda nasil etki yarattigini anlamak.

Bu soruda okuma ve anlama igin 20 puan, soruya yanit yazma igin 5 puan bulunmaktadir. Yazmada
adaylarin, dogru ve etkin paragraf yapabilme, dilbilgisi, cimle yapisi, imla bilgisi gibi yazma becerileri
degerlendirilir. Soru1 de basarili olmak icin, adaylarin tim sorularin yanitlarinin birinci metinde oldugunu
unutmamalari gerekir. Ozetlemek niteliginde metnin herhangi bir bélimiinden olugturulmus sorular diginda
tim sorularin yanitlari metnin i¢eriginde sira dahilindedir. Adaylar, metin konusu hakkindaki sorulari, kendi
bilgi ve deneyimlerine gore degil, metindeki icerik ile ilgili bilgilere gére yanitlamalidirlar.

(m) Bazi adaylar bu soruyu dogru yanitladilar. Bazi adaylar, evde televizyonda bir eglence programi
izleyip, kendini bir kalabaligin icindeymis gibi hissetmenin olumlu olacagini dusunduler.

Soru 2

Bu soru i¢in adaylarin hem 1. hem de 2. metnin igerigini kapsayan 200-250 kelimelik bir 6zet yazmalari
gerekir. Okuma ve anlama igin 15 puan verilir, bu metinden soru ile ilgili her farkli fikir ve bilgi igin verilen
puanlari kapsar.

Bu soruyu yanitlarken, adaylar soru kagidindaki her iki metinden bahsetmeli, gerekli bilgileri segcmeli ve bu
bilgileri kisa, 6zl ve konuya odakli olarak sunmalidirlar.

Okuma ve anlamadan 15 puan alabilmek i¢in adaylar, her iki metinden soru ile ilgili ve 6nemli olan en az 15
ayri bilgiyi segctiklerinden emin olmalidirlar. Ornegin bazi adaylar, Gnldlerin seyircinin kendilerini gésterinin bir
pargasi gibi hissetmelerini saglamak igin onlarla iletisime gegctiklerini bir paragraf yazarak anlattilar ama
sadece 1 puan kazandilar ¢iinkl bu paragrafta sadece bir bilgi verildi.

Adaylar 6zet yazarken “birinci metinde sundan bahsediliyor.. veya ikinci metinde su anlatiyor gibi ciimlecikler
kullanmamalidirlar. Bu tir ciimlecikler 6zet yaziminda uygun degildir ve gereksiz yere kelime sayisinin
artmasina neden olurlar.

Soru 2 i¢in 25 puan vardir. Adaylarin yazi becerisi igin tam olan 10 puani alabilmeleri igin, asagidaki
becerilere sahip olduklarini gdstermeleri gerekir;

»  Gergekleri, fikirleri ve gorusleri diizenleyerek sunabilmek.
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. Cesitli kelimeleri anlamak ve kullanabilmek.

e Okuyucu ve igerige gore dogru dil ve hitap kullanabilmek.

. Paragraflari, dilbilgisi yapilarini, ciimleleri, noktalama isaretlerini ve imla kurallarini dogru ve etkin
bicimde kullanabilmek.

Bircok aday, 6zet yazim kurallarini anladiklarini géstermis ve her iki metinden gerekli olan fikirleri segebilmis
ve bunlari kendilerine 6zgu bir yazi pargasi haline getirebilmislerdir. Bazi adaylar ya sinavin formatini
bilmedikleri ya soruyu yeterince dikkatli okumadiklari igin 6zet yazamadilar. Ozet yerine kendi duygu ve
deneyimlerini yansitan kompozisyonlar yazdilar. Adaylarin soruyu dikkatlice okumalari, kisa ve 6z olarak
soruya odakli bir 6zet yazmalari énerilir.

Key messages

In order to do well in Question 1, candidates need to:

e write their answers in their own words unless the question requires a direct quotation from the passage

e write concise answers

e read the questions very carefully before starting to answer and ensure that they are answering the
precise question asked

e remember that if two marks are available for a question, then they will need to provide two points in their
answer in order to have access to full marks for that question.

In order to do well in Question 2, candidates need to:

e ensure that their summary contains only information drawn from the two passages and does not reflect
their own thoughts, experiences or feelings

e remember that the summary does not have to follow the order of the two passages, as long as it is
coherent, well-organised and contains sentences and paragraphs which are linked together

e adhere to the word limit given in the question

e ensure that their work is presented legibly.

Candidates should ensure that they plan their time during the examination in order to allow themselves

sufficient time at the end to check their work. As well as marks for Reading, marks for Writing are awarded
for this paper, so candidates should remember to check their grammar, spelling and punctuation carefully.

General comments

This question paper consists of two passages linked by a common theme. On the whole, many candidates
performed well on this paper.

Comments on specific questions

Question 1

Question 1 is divided into a series of sub-questions which require answers of various lengths. The sub-
questions are based on Passage 1 and test the candidates’ ability to:

understand and collate explicit meanings

understand, explain and collate implicit meanings and attitudes
select, analyse and evaluate what is relevant to specific purposes
understand how writers achieve effects.

There are 20 marks available for Reading and 5 marks available for Writing. In Writing, candidates are
assessed on their ability to make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures,
sentences, punctuation and spelling. In order to do well in Question 1 candidates need to remember that the
answers to the sub-questions are always found in Passage 1. With the exception of any synoptic questions
where answers may be gathered from anywhere in the text, the sub-questions are posed in the order that the
information appears in the passage. Candidates must not refer to their own previous experience or
knowledge about the topic of the text: they are required to answer the precise questions asked using
information drawn from the passage.
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(a) Most candidates answered this question correctly.

(b) Some candidates answered this question correctly. Those who did not mention what the writers
think could not be awarded full marks.

(c) The majority of candidates answered this question correctly and there were a range of correct
answers. For example; Bazi etkinlikler daha fazla insan tarafindan sevilir, bazilari daha az insan
tarafindan.

(d) This question was answered correctly by candidates who understood the meaning of the idiom or

who could guess at its meaning in the context of the passage.

(e) Most candidates managed to indicate the phrases which show what type of activities the writer
likes.

(f) Many candidates found it hard to answer this question correctly.

(9) This question was generally answered well. Some candidates repeated the same reason in

different ways and therefore, could not score full marks.
(h) Most candidates answered this question correctly and some even gave examples.

(i) Some candidates answered this question correctly. Those who did not use a time phrase such as
‘for many years’, ‘always’, ‘since ..." were not awarded marks.

() Most candidates answered this question correctly.

(k) Most candidates answered this question correctly. Those who did not give the ‘sport activity’ as an
example lost marks. Candidates are advised to read the questions very carefully.

n Most candidates answered this question correctly.

(m) Some candidates answered this question correctly. Some thought it would be a positive thing to
watch an entertainment programme on television and still feel as if you are in a crowd.

(n) Some candidates answered this question correctly. Marks could be awarded only to the answers
which expressed the things that had been done to make the arenas more enjoyable.

(o) Most candidates answered this question correctly. Those who mentioned only one phrase of the
writer were awarded one mark.

Those candidates who constructed accurate sentences and used a good range of appropriate vocabulary
when presenting their answers gained good marks for Writing.

Question 2

For this question, candidates are required to write a summary of 200—250 words based on both Passage 1
and Passage 2. There are 15 marks available for Reading, with one mark awarded for each relevant point
from the passages.

When tackling this question, candidates needed to refer to both of the passages provided in the question
paper, select the relevant information from them and present this information in a concise and focused
summary.

In order to have access to the full 15 marks for Reading, candidates needed to ensure that they selected at
least 15 relevant pieces of information from the passages and wrote concisely. For example, some
candidates wrote a full paragraph about when the entertainers managed to communicate with people to
make them feel part of the show but this was only awarded one mark because only one piece of information
had been communicated.
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When writing their summary, candidates need to avoid introducing sentences with phrases such as ‘Passage
1 says...’ or ‘Itis mentioned in Passage 2...” Such phrases are inappropriate when writing a summary and
they use up words unnecessarily.

In total, there are 25 marks available for Question 2. In order to have access to the full 10 marks for Writing,
candidates needed to show that they could:

Order and present facts, ideas and opinions.

Understand and use a range of appropriate vocabulary.

Use language and register appropriate to audience and context.

Make accurate and effective use of paragraphs, grammatical structures, sentences, punctuation and
spelling.

Many candidates demonstrated an understanding of the rules of summary writing and were able to select the
relevant ideas from both passages, linking them to form an original piece of writing. Some candidates were
either unfamiliar with the format of the examination or did not read the question carefully enough and did not
write a summary. Instead, they wrote a composition which included their own feelings and experiences.
Candidates are advised to read the question carefully and write concisely, keeping closely to the focus of the
question.

Bélim
digeri 2. Béliim icin olmak tzere 350-500 sdzclkluk iki kompozisyon yazarlar.

1. Béliimde, ikisi tartisma (argumentative), ikisi agiklama (discursive) olan doért bagliktan biri segilir. Ayni
sekilde 2. Boliimde de segilebilecek dort baslik vardir: ikisi betimleme (descriptive), ikisi 6ykiileme
(narrative).

Bu sinavda basarili olmak icin adaylarin dikkat etmesi gereken noktalar:

e Adayin, en dogru baslgi sectiginden emin olmak i¢in kompozisyona baglamadan énce ya yazinin
bdélumlerini planlamasi ya da bir 6zet yazmasinda yarar vardir. Bu sayede aday basta ¢ekici buldugu bir
baslik konusundaki bilgi ve fikirlerinin istenilen uzunlukta bir kompozisyon yazmasi igin yeterli olup
olmadigini fark edecektir. Eger kompozisyon kisaysa, yeterli miktarda, iyi ifade edilmis ve gelistiriimis
fikir/lbetimleme/sav/hikaye olmayacadi icin iyi bir nota ulasilamaz. Ayrica 6zet yazmak, disunceleri, alt
basliklari ve paragraflari bir dizene sokmak ve tekrari dnlemek bakimindan da yararli olacaktir.

e Cevaplarin, soruda belirtilen bitin konulari kapsadigindan emin olmak igin gézden gegiriimesinde fayda
vardir.

. Eger soru, cevabin belirli bir kisi ya da kisilere hitaben yazilmasini gerektiriyorsa, adayin bunun
bilincinde oldugunu cevabinda yansitmasi gerekir.

e Cevabinda aday, sectigi konunun gerektirdigi bicemin farkinda oldugunu yansitmalidir. Soru, “tartigin”,

“anlatin”, “betimleyin”, “siz ne diisinlyorsunuz” gibi ifadelerle bu bicemi belirleyecektir.

Genel Bilgiler

Adaylarin yazdiklari iki kompozisyonda da duygu ve dusuncelerini agik, dogru ve etkili bir bicimde
aktarabileceklerini ve yazinin kimi muhatap aldiginin farkinda olduklarini géstermeleri gerekir.

1.Bolimde adaylar tartisma (argumentative) ve agiklama (discursive) metinlerinin farkli hedefleri oldugunu
unutmamalidir. Eger bir tartisma bashgi segmislerse, yazinin hedefi sorunun belirledigi konuda, okuyucuyu,
gerekirse bu konudaki farkli gorusleri de glrtterek, kendi gorisleri yéninde ikna etmek olmalidir.

Eger “aciklama” gerektiren bir baslik secilmigse, soruda dile getirilen konunun dengeli ve nesnel bir analizi
beklenir. Adaylar farkli gérusleri dengeli bir sekilde ifade ettikleri sirece tamamiyla tarafsiz olmak zorunda
olmayip kendi gérislerini de ifade edebilirler.

ister “aciklama” (discursive) ister “tartisma” (argumentative) olsun, yaziya baglamadan segilen konudaki
farkl goruslerin bir listesini yapmak ¢ok yararli olacaktir. Ayrica agiklamanin/tartismanin her agamasinin
birbirine baglanmasi da ¢ok 6nemlidir.

Bazi ifadeler fikirleri birbirine baglamak ve okuyucuya anlatimin ne yénde gelisecegini gdstermek
bakimindan yararlidir. Yazinin akicihdini artirir. Ornegin, ama, ancak, anlagilan, ayrica, bir bagka deyigle,
¢linkii, dahasi, de, de... de, demek ki, eger, fakat, gene, gerek... gerek(se), ha... ha, halbuki, hatta, hem,
hem de, ile, ise, ister...ister(se), kah... kdh, kisacasi, ki, lakin, madem, mademki, meger, ne... ne (de),
nitekim, oysa, oysaki, o halde, 6te yandan, &yleyse, sayet, listelik, ya...ya (da), yahut, yalniz, yani sira, yani,
yoksa, ve, veya, veyahut, zira vs.
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Her iki yazi tipi de 6rnekler, gergekler, deliller, arastirmalarla desteklenmis fikir ve disinceler gerektirir.
Destekleyici unsurlar olmadan yalnizca savlar ileri sirmek yuksek bir not getiremez.

Adaylar duygu ve dusincelerini, gesitli cimle yapilari ve zengin bir s6z varligiyla yansitarak dile getirirken iyi
bilmedikleri s6zclk ve s6z dbeklerini kullanmaktan kaginmalidirlar. Ayni sekilde, uzun cimleler bir metni
daha inandirici yapmadidi gibi 6zne yuklem baglantisinin kaybolmasina ve ciddi anlam karmagasina da yol
acabilir. Dogru noktalama ve imla da Uslup ve Anlatim becerisi notlari agisindan énemlidir.

2. Boliim betimleme (descriptive) ya da éykiileme (narrative) tiriinde bir metin yazmayi gerektirmektedir.
Adaylar segtikleri basliga uygun bir Uslupla yazmaya 6zen gostermelidir.

Betimleme metinleri, betimlenenin (kigi, yer, nesne, olay vb.) ve betimlenenin iginde bulundugu ortamin
okuyucunun zihninde tam olarak canlanmasini saglamalidir. Betimleme metinlerinde, ses, géruntu, koku, tat
gibi, duyulara hitap eden ifadeler, bdyle bir resmin ortaya ¢cikmasina yardimci olur ancak bunu da
abartmamak gerekir. Betimleme metinlerinin dili duygulari iletmelidir. Ayrica eder soru adayin betimlenenle
ilgili duygularini ifade etmesini istiyorsa, soruyu tam olarak cevaplamak bakimindan cevap metninde bu
duygular da dile getirilmelidir.

2. Bolumun 6ykuleme sorularinda adaylar, akillarinda gergekten bir dyki olmadan yazmaya baslamamalidir.
Badyle bir soru secilmisse dykunun catisini ve onu destekleyen detaylari belirleyecek bir 6zet icin zaman
ayirmak faydali olacaktir ¢iinkl elde bir zaman dizini olmasi, alt metinler, zamanda ileri geri gitmeler gibi,
yuksek bir not almak igin gerekli, etkileyici tekniklerin kullaniimasini kolaylastirarak iyi bir dykiniin ortaya
¢lkmasini saglar.

1.Bolim
Soru (a) Sizce teknolojinin tarimda giderek artan bir bicimde kullaniimasinin avantaj ve dezavantajlari nedir?

Bu baglik altindaki en iyi cevaplarda, teknolojinin insan giictiine olan gereksinimi azaltip Gretimin hizini ve
verimi artirmasi, maliyetleri disimesi, bunun tiiketiciye yansimasi, ¢iftcilerin teknoloji sayesinde birgok bitkiyi
dogal mevsimleri disinda da Uretebilmesi, Grtnlerini bozulmadan daha uzun siire muhafaza edebilmesi, daha
uzak mesafelere daha kisa zamanda génderebilmesi avantajlar arasinda siralanirken, bazilari da artan
Uretimin diinyada aglikla micadele konusundaki olumlu katkisini, teknolojinin, toprak ve bitkinin su ve besin
ihtiyacini hassas bir bigimde belirlemesi sayesinde daha az su ve daha az suni gubre kullaniimasini, bu
durumun hem ciftcinin harcamalari hem de diinya kaynaklarin kullanimi bakimindan getirdigi avantajlari,
teknolojinin getirileri olarak belirtilmis.

Teknolojinin olumsuz sonuglari olarak da yerlerini makinelerin aldigi tarim iscilerinin igsiz kalmasi, bu
nedenle kdyden sehre gog¢in artmasi, bu durumun konut sikintisi ve plansiz, hizli sehirlesmeye yol agmasi,
bu insanlara yeni beceriler kazandirma gereginin acil bir sorun haline gelmesi, tretimi daha da artirmak
amaciyla daha ¢ok tarim ilaci, sentetik hormon kullaniimasinin bitkiler ve insanlar tizerindeki olumsuz etkileri,
makinelerin fosil yakit kullanmasinin kiresel iIsinmadaki pay1 gibi konular birgok aday tarafindan dile
getirilmis.

Soru (b) “Okullardaki egitim insanlari hayata iyi hazirlamiyor.” Bu konudaki gérisinizi gerekgeleriyle
anlatiniz.

En iyi cevaplar adaylarin bu ifadeye neden katildigini ya da neden katiimadigini net bir sekilde anlattigi
metinlerdi. Ornegin mifredati, yalnizca sinavlara hazirladigini ileri siirerek elestiren, ancak bu kanida
olmasinin sebeplerini ve sistemi iyilestirmek i¢in neler yapilabilecegini agiklayamayan cevaplar, iyi bir not
almak icin yeterli degildi. Bu ifadeye katilmadigini séyleyenler arasinda, okuldaki bazi derslerin ve/veya okul
atmosferinin hayata hazirlanmak konusunda onlara nasil yararli oldugunu anlatabilenler, yiksek notlari
alabildiler.

Soru (c) Sosyal medyanin insanlarin hayatindaki olumlu ve olumsuz etkisini tartisiniz.
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Bu soru bu sinavin en popller sorusuydu. Sosyal medyayi en ¢ok kullanan yas grubu olarak adaylarin bu
konuda sdOyleyecek ¢ok seyleri vardi. Bazi adaylarin ‘sosyal medya’yi internet ve genelde teknoloji ile
karistirdigi gorulirken bazilari da sosyal medyanin iyi bir tanimini yapmis ve gesitli platformlarin farkl ve
degdisen kullanimlarini ¢ok etkin bicimde anlatmiglardi.

Dunyanin her tarafindaki insanlarla iletisim kurabilmek, eski arkadagslara ulasabilmek, yeni insanlarla
tanigabilmek, ayni sekilde digtinen insanlarla bir araya gelip kuresel sorunlarla ilgili eylemler yapabilmek,
cevreyle ilgili ve siyasal sorunlar konusunda farkindalik yaratmak, derslerinde yardimci olabilecek bilgilere
ulasabilmek, yeteneklerini ya da urlinlerini tanitabilmek, is ya da g¢alisacak eleman bulabilmek, sosyal
medyanin avantajlari olarak dile getirilmisti. Sosyal medyanin asiri kullanimindan kaynaklanan olumsuzluklar
ve sanal zorbalik da en ¢ok dile getirilen olumsuz etkilerdi.

Soru (d) Sizce ¢ocuklarin terbiyesinde disiplinin yeri ne olmalidir? Gortsunizu gerekgeleriyle anlatiniz.

Bu konuyu segen aday sayisi azdi. En iyi metinler, adaylarin “disiplin” kavramindan ne anladigini, eger
uygulanmasi gerekiyorsa ne dlgtide ve en dnemlisi hangi amagla kullanilmasi gerektigini anlatabilenlerdi.

2. Béliim

Soru (a) Yasadiginiz yerlesim merkezinin bundan elli yil sonra nasil bir yer olacagini hayal ediniz. Neler
gOriyorsunuz, neler hissediyorsunuz, betimleyiniz.

Bu soruda adaylarin blyik bir cogunlugu “yliksek beton binalar denizi, gorak bir gevrede bir yerlere kosturan
asik suratl insanlar, gelecekte karsimiza gikacagini diisinebilecegimiz ¢esitli nesne ve tasit araglari” gibi
Ogeler tagiyan karamsar bir resim ¢izmisler. En iyi cevaplar okuyucunun farkli duyularina hitap eden, resmin
bltln pargalarinin birbiriyle uyumlu oldugu ve adayin bu gortintilerin kendisinde uyandirdigi duygulari da
anlatarak sorunun timine cevap verdigi metinlerdi.

Soru (b) Bir aniti ya da tarihi bir alani ilk defa ziyaret ediyorsunuz. Gordiklerinizi, duygu ve distincelerinizi
betimleyiniz.

Ziyaret edilen yerlerden bazilari Anitkabir, Canakkale Sehitleri Aniti ve Pompei idi. En iyi metinlerde aday
ziyaret edilen alanin kisa bir tarihgesini vererek okuyucunun betimlenen her goriintliyl agiklayabilmesini ve
dile getirilen duygu ve distlinceleri anlamlandirabilmesini saglamisti. Bazi adaylarin yliksek notlara
ulasamamasinin sebebi, drnegin ziyaret alanina gidis gelis gibi konularda betimlemeden ¢ok éykilemeye
kagmis olmalariydi.

Soru (c) “Beklenmeyen Zafer” adli bir hikaye yaziniz.

Birgok aday, bir spor dalinda beklenmeyen bir takim basarisi ya da bireysel basari, 6nemli bir sinavda
sasirtici bir sonug, askeri zaferler, egitim amacli yarismalarda basarilar, futbol basarilari, bir zorbaya karsi
kazanilan bir zafer, her seyin kotlye gittigi bir ddbnemde hayata karsi kazanilan bir zafer, 6limcdul bir hastaligi
yenmek gibi genis bir konu yelpazesi icinde ilging hikayeler yazmisti. En iyi cevaplar yalnizca bir hikaye degil
ortami ve karakterleriyle inandirici, doruk noktasina kadar okuyucunun ilgisini canli tutan bir hikayeyi
etkileyici bir dille anlatan metinlerdi.

Soru (d) “Duyduklarima inanamiyordum!” iginde bu ifadenin gectigi bir hikaye yaziniz.

En cok segilen bu soru her zaman adayin soruda verilen cimleyi yazacagi hikdyenin baginda ortasinda ya
da sonunda kullanmasini ister. Bu ifade, ya hikdyenin doruk noktasina gétirlr ya da onunla bir bigimde
iliskilendirilir. Bu yil da birgok hikayede “anahtar ifade” basariyla kullaniimisti ama yine her zaman oldugu gibi

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Key messages

This Writing paper consists of two sections worth 25 marks each. Candidates write two 350-500-word
compositions, one from Section 1, another from Section 2.

Section 1 has a total of four titles to choose from: two argumentative and two discursive. Similarly, Section
2 has four titles to choose from: two descriptive and two narrative.

In order to do well in this paper, candidates should:

«  formulate a brief plan or write an outline before starting the actual composition to ensure that the most
suitable title is chosen. Some titles may sound appealing but the candidate's knowledge/ideas for that
specific title may not be sufficient to produce an essay of the required length. If the composition is too
short there will not be enough well defined, well developed ideas/images/arguments/narrative details
required to gain good marks. Writing an outline also helps to organise thoughts, subtopics and
paragraphs and to avoid repetition.

« ensure that the response covers all that is required by all parts of the question.

* make sure the response reflects an awareness of the audience e.g. where the question requires the
response to address a certain person or persons.

« demonstrate an awareness of different styles required by different genres of texts. The wording of the
question usually indicates the style required e.g. ‘discuss’, ‘narrate’, ‘describe’, ‘what do you think?’

e use a variety of complex sentences and a wide range of vocabulary to communicate precise meaning or
to achieve a specific effect, and sustain accuracy in punctuation and spelling.

General comments

In the two compositions they write, candidates are expected to demonstrate that they can communicate
clearly, accurately and effectively, using wide-ranging vocabulary, correct grammar, spelling and
punctuation, and reflecting an awareness of the audience being addressed.

In Section 1 candidates must remember that argumentative and discursive essays have different purposes.
If they choose an argumentative title, they are expected to establish their viewpoint about the specific issue
expressed in the question, possibly presenting both sides of the argument but refuting opposing views with

the aim of persuading the reader.

If they choose a discursive title, they will be expected to present a balanced and objective analysis of the
title. Candidates do not have to be totally neutral; they can express their own view, as long as they have also
included opposing views in a balanced way.

Whether argumentative or discursive, it is highly advisable to make to make a list of ‘pros’ and ‘cons’ before
starting to write the essay. Each stage of the argument/discussion must be linked to and follow the preceding
one.

Certain words and expressions are useful to link ideas and show the reader the direction of reasoning. This
can improve the flow of the essay. For example, moreover, furthermore, besides, in addition, either ... or,
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neither ...nor, firstly, secondly, thirdly, also, next, that is to say, in other words, however, but, on the other
hand etc.

Both types of essay require ideas and opinions, supported by examples, facts, evidence or research. Mainly
listing claims without supporting facts may be a relevant response but will not achieve high marks.

The response must also demonstrate a variety of complex sentences and a wide range of vocabulary used
to communicate precise meaning or to achieve a specific effect. Candidates should avoid using words or
expressions they are not very familiar with. Similarly, long sentences do not necessarily make a text more
plausible and they also carry the risk of losing the link between the subject and the verb and cause serious
grammatical mistakes. Accurate punctuation and spelling is also important in order to be able to access the
higher mark bands for Style and Accuracy.

Section 2 titles require either a description or a narration and candidates should be careful to write in the
correct style.

For descriptive titles, the object described (person, place, object, event etc.) and the atmosphere around the
object should create a full image in the reader’s mind. Vivid details that involve sound, sight, smell, taste and
touch, help to create such an image but care should be taken not to overuse them. The language of a
descriptive text should convey emotions. If the question asks candidates to describe their feelings and
emotions then they must ensure that they include these in their response.

For narrative titles, candidates must not choose to write a story unless they have a story in mind. Taking time
to draft an outline and the supporting details of the story is strongly advised, as having a timeline at hand will
help candidates to write a sophisticated narrative, with sub-texts, flashbacks and time lapses.

In all Section 2 essays candidates must refrain from using language which is too informal or conversational
unless it is being used to reflect a character in a narrative.

Comments on specific questions

Section 1
Question (a)

This question required candidates to write about the advantages and disadvantages of increasing use of
technology in agriculture. In terms of advantages the best responses included information about machines
replacing manpower resulting in an increase in the speed of production. Some candidates mentioned that
the decreasing need for manpower led to an increase in farmers’ income and that this is expected to
increase the interest in farming. They also talked about farmers being able to produce plants outside of their
normal season in greenhouses, being able to store produce for longer periods and to transfer the produce
longer distances, in better conditions and in a shorter time.

Other good responses talked about increase of yield in agricultural products and its positive impact on the
fight against famine. Some mentioned the use of technology which detects the needs of the soil and the
plants in terms of water and nutrients, and how this has resulted in less water and fertilizers being used
which in turn has a positive impact on the world’s resources and farmers’ costs.

In terms of disadvantages the best essays referred to the fact that the decreasing need for manpower would
result in many farm workers becoming unemployed. Consequently more people would move to towns from
villages, increasing the need for housing, energy and work.

The adverse effects of the use of chemicals in fertilizers, agrochemicals and synthetic hormones on soil,
plants, humans and animals was also mentioned by some, as well as the environmental impact of machinery
used in agriculture and the impact of the use of fossil fuels on global warming.

Question (b)

The best essays were the ones in which candidates clearly explained why he or she agreed or disagreed
with the given statement. For example, criticizing the syllabus and claiming that it only leads to exams was
too simplistic without also giving reasons why they thought this and what could be done to improve the
system. Those who disagreed with the statement were able to access the higher bands of the mark scheme
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when they were able to show how certain subjects and/or the atmosphere in schools helped them prepare
for real life.

Question (c)

This was the most popular question in this section of the paper. As the age group who use social media most
frequently, candidates had a lot to say on the subject. The best essays included a good definition of what
‘social media’ is and various and changing uses of different platforms, while some candidates seemed to
confuse it with internet and technology in general.

Being able to communicate with people all around the world, finding old friends, getting to know new people,
getting in touch with like-minded people to champion universal causes, to raise awareness about
environmental and political issues, getting help for their school subjects, promoting one’s talent or product,
finding jobs/employees were listed among the advantages of social media. The disadvantages arising from
the overuse of social media was the most common criticism followed by cyberbullying.

Question (d)

This title was not chosen by many candidates. The best essays were those in which candidates explained
what they understood as the concept of ‘discipline’ and how much, if any, should be applied and, very
importantly, to what effect.

Section 2
Question (a)

A large majority of candidates described quite dark pictures comprising ‘a sea of high, concrete buildings’,
barren surroundings, sulky-faced people hurrying around, various objects and vehicles reflecting the
technology one would expect to see in future. The best compositions were those which appealed to different
senses of the reader, where all the described pieces fitted coherently with one another and also answered
the question fully by reflecting their feelings about what they were describing.

Question (b)

Some of the sights visited were M. K. Ataturk’s Mausoleum, the Canakkale Martyrs’ Memorial and Pompeii.
The best essays referred briefly to the history of the site which enabled the reader to make sense of every
scene described and to appreciate every thought and feeling the candidate reflected in the composition.
Some candidates could not access the upper mark bands because there was too much storytelling, such as,
for example, the journey to and from the site.

Question (c)

Many candidates wrote interesting stories on a wide range of topics such as unexpected team or individual
sports victories, good results in important exams, military victories, educational contests, football victories,
winning a fight against a bully, victory against life when everything seems to be against you, victory against a
deadly disease. The best compositions did much more than narrating a straightforward story. The setting
was very vivid, the characters felt real, the story kept the reader’s interest up to the climax, and it was told in
a sophisticated style.

Question (d)

This was the most popular title in this section. This question always asks candidates to use the given
statement in a story, at the start, middle or end. It may lead to the climax of the story or have some sort of
link with the climax. This proved to be the case in many stories but there were other stories where the
statement was just a link in the chain of events.

Almost all the responses were relevant, they all told a story but the ones which were awarded the highest
marks were those which involved sub-texts, flashbacks, time lapses, surprises and tension, and in which the
events and characters were well linked, the setting was identified and the story was narrated in sophisticated
language.
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
