For example, if the candidate is asked what they will do next weekend and they reply with the
correct information but in the past tense, candidates will only be awarded one mark as the
answer is ambiguous.
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Conversation Topic 1 and Topic 2 Mark Scheme

The Mark Scheme should be applied holistically. The Performance Descriptors are to be
seen as a ‘best fit’ and should be applied as a guide to the Awarding Organisation examiner
in deciding on an overall band placement. Candidates should be able to access the top band
overall even if some elements are not quite fully addressed.

If a candidate forgets to ask a question in the conversation they lose one mark for
communication.
One question may be of a general nature and the other question must be topic related. If the
candidate does not ask a topic related question, one mark will be deducted for communication.
