Guidance notes:
· Criteria for some activities may have already been submitted to OCR by other centres who deliver the specification. In the first instance, it would be advisable to contact OCR to ascertain if such criteria already exist. This can be done through the OCR Customer Contact Centre:

Time-frames

1st submission must be made to OCR no later than October 15 of the academic year in which the centre wishes to use the criteria for assessment. Submissions must be made electronically so that they can be updated and amended as working documents. 

OCR will aim to review and provide feedback to the centre within 1 month of receipt of the initial submission unless the centre is notified of any delay in processing submissions in advance.


Centres will be informed of a deadline to revise their criteria in line with feedback from OCR and re-submit the amended criteria, normally 1 month from feedback being provided to the centre. This will be the final submission allowed. Centres will be advised as to whether criteria has been approved or declined within 1 month of receipt.
Completing your submission
Special activity submissions should follow the above format. The detail included should be similar to that of the activity profile in which the proposed activity fits. In some cases, particularly in the assessment phases for skills, tactics/compositional ideas the detail may be the same but should still be included. Centres should refer to the Teacher Support: Coursework Guidance material for the new specification for information and guidance.
The form must be completed for both AS and A2 level. All sections of the form should be completed appropriately – sections which are not completed would indicate non-compliance with the rules set out for approval of any submissions from centres.
1. National Governing Body details: these should include: full title, address, phone number, web site address.

2. OCR activity profile: this should be one of OCR’s eleven activity profiles which can be found in the Teacher support: Coursework Guidance Booklet. It should be the activity profile which the centre feels matches the activity being submitted.

3. Generic assessment criteria.  Each of the eleven activity profiles has its own generic assessment criteria on which the assessment criteria for specific activities are based. Having identified the activity profile which the activity fits into, the relevant assessment criteria from the coursework guidance should be included in this section.  

4. Specific assessment criteria – in this section skills and tactics/compositional ideas specific to the activity should be identified.  Assessment phases (the criteria which will be used to assess the skills/tactics/compositional ideas) may also need to be included. These assessment phases could be the same as those identified in the generic assessment criteria but in some activities they are unique to that activity.

5. Details of: AS conditioned competitive situations, A2 authentic contextual situations.

For AS submissions the situations in which the candidate will be assessed. These will normally be competitive situations but not the full formal situation which is the norm for the activity.

For A2 this will usually be the formal authentic competitive situation in which the activity takes place.

There must be differences between the situations identified for AS and A2.  The A2 situation must show progression from AS i.e. show an increase in difficulty.

6. Assessment & Standardisation.

Most special activities are assessed away from the centre and by coaches who are not members of the Physical education staff.  The centre needs to identify who will assess the activity and the procedures they will put in place to ensure that marks awarded in the activity will be at the same level as marks awarded in the other activities assessed by the centre. Members of centre staff ultimately need to take responsibility for the internal standardisation of all assessments. 
7. Compliance with AfPE Safety Recommendations. 

In this section the centre needs to give details of how it will comply with the recommendations outlined for the activity in the current edition of AfPE Safe Practice in Physical Education and School Sport (2008 edition ISBN: 978-1-905540-54-9). It is not appropriate to simply say that National Governing Body safety procedures will be implemented or to simply include National Governing Body publications.
Non-approval

If a submission is refused, it will be based upon either non-fulfilment of all sections of the submission, or because of one of the following reasons:

· The activity proposed does not offer the depth, breadth and/or complexity of skills, techniques or tactical/strategic/compositional elements to make it comparable to the other activities on the specification.
· The activity proposed does not require a physically active enough role to be viewed as in keeping with the subject criteria and aims. 
· The activity proposed does not offer a competitive structure or scenario in which assessment can take place.
· The activity proposed does not have a physiological basis for training and improving, such as in darts, snooker, or billiards.
· The activity proposed requires motorised equipment, such as carting or Moto-cross.
· There is a legal or liability reason why the activity proposed should not be permitted, such as an age restriction that prohibits an AS candidate from participating.
